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Students interested in Spanish may choose to
pursue a minor either to supplement the work in
their majors or to fulfill the requirements for a
related area within their majors. The minor in
Spanish requires that students complete six
courses for a total of 18 credits. Students
placed higher than SPAN 0043 must take
additional courses to total 18 credits. Two
courses used for the Spanish minor may also be
used to satisfy a World Perspective (WP) and
Humanities (HM) requirement under General
Education.

* Demonstrate competency at the level of intermediate Spanish through examination or by

completing the courses listed above.

** Choose additional courses in Spanish language, literature or culture, one of which must be an

advanced course, 1000 level or above.

All courses for the Spanish minor must be completed with a grade of C- or better.

SPAN 0041 and 0042 may not be used for the Spanish minor.
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
